To date examinations have been held in the UK, Norway, Italy,
Southern Ireland and Portugal, and we will be holding the first
General Practitioner Certificates in Denmark and Spain later in
2011. With a further 180 candidates due to sit the General
Practitioner Certificates this year, these certificates are contin-
uing to grow in popularity and are recognised within the pro-
fession as a certificate worthy of achieving.
